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significant economic and social role in the past, and they were also presented
as the most appropriate form of planned economy in the war.

Majority of historians always considered this two initiatives as a one
inseparable problem and under the name of Serbian peasant corporative
state, although source analysis clearly indicates that they represent two
separate questions.

This paper aims to compare the existing published researches with
relevant historical sources, in order to thoroughly question and revise
achieved scientific results.
