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to their capabilities. In this paper, we attempt to demonstrate, based on the
analysis of available and relevant literature in this field, the importance of
proper cooperation between parents and teachers in recognizing and iden-
tifying giftedness, the methods, ways, and forms of cooperation, through
which innovative teaching methods enhance children’s giftedness, as well as
their joint role in nurturing, developing, and enhancing the observed traits.

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THE BEGINNINGS OF INDUSTRIAL
DEVELOPMENT IN KOSOVO AND METOHIJA
BETWEEN THE TWO WORLD WARS

The industry of the Yugoslav state in the interwar period was unevenly
developed, with the region of Kosovo and Metohija being among the under-
developed areas. This paper examines the industrial development of Kosovo
and Metohija using archival sources, period press data, statistical data, and
relevant literature. The topic is demanding and broad, therefore, the paper
contributes significantly to this complex issue. Although the industrial devel-
opment in the territory of Kosovo and Metohija was under state protection, it
lacked sufficient momentum for progress due to inadequate investment and
working capital, i.e., loans. Furthermore, investments from foreign compa-
nies were not enough due to a lack of understanding of the opportunities in
this part of the Yugoslav kingdom. The industry was characterized by small
enterprises, domestic capital, and a local focus. Transportation issues were
among the most significant challenges affecting the industry, as communica-
tions infrastructure was poorly developed. Industrial enterprises were present
in larger cities such as Kosovska Mitrovica, Pristina, Prizren, Gnjilane, and
Urosevac. Given that the majority of the population was engaged in agriculture,
the bulk of the industry was related to processing these agricultural prod-
ucts. Consequently, the milling industry was the most developed. The most
notable progress of the industry in this area was observed in companies for
