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Summary

Being among the first branches of industry to be developed on mech-
anized work, textile industry marginalized domestic and hand-made prod-
ucts. Its development was characteristic for the first phases of the industri-
alization process. This study presents industrial development in two Balkan
states and its social and legal framework. It focuses on the textile industry
during the period 1919-1929 in Bulgaria and the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats
and Slovenes. The basic question was what was the kind of industry develop-
ment there. To answer it, the analysis of several economic indicators (which
also form the chapters of the book) were chosen: volume and locations of
the textile industry, its organizational structure, influence and relationship
of the state and textile industry, technological development, financial capi-
tal, internal and external textile markets, labor force and the economic elite.

To some extent, Balkan countries were influenced by the structur-
al changes in European textile industry. Production of wool decreased, con-
sumer habits were in the process of change - although at a slower pace - and
as for cotton industry, its quota recorded a certain increase. Growth trends
existed in both states, but they were not alike. In Bulgaria, the number of fac-
tories increased three times, while the number of workers increased nearly
five times. In Yugoslavia there were nine times more factories and the num-
ber of workers increased six times.

All quantitative data show that during this period, in both countries,
cotton industry was developing at the greatest rate. In the Kingdom of SCS,
the number of spindles went through a 24% increase, production 150%, the
number of enterprises increased from 11 to 43, and the number of employed
workers from 4500 to 10000. Compared to the wool industry, according to
all said criteria, cotton textile industry was superior. A fast development of
textile industry was present in Bulgaria as well. In 1921, there were only 5
factories employing 434 men, with a capital of 2 million golden Bulgarian lev
and an annual production worth 2,8 million lev. In 1929, the number of facto-
ries was 37, with 4.692 workers, around 13 million golden lev of capital and
23 million lev worth of production. Just like in the Kingdom of SCS, resourc-
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es were more often spent for founding of weaving factory, instead of spinning
factory. The main reason is a lack of capital, since the amount of money, i. e.
investments needed to build a spinning factory surpassed by far the capital
needed to found weaving factory.

The development of 19" century textile industry in Bulgaria was
based on the development of wool industry. That trend was not continued af-
ter WWI, when cotton industry replaced the production of wool. The num-
ber of factoriesincreased atleast from 38 (1921) to 40 (1929). Wool industry
developed less because of the changes in foreign trade, high Turkish import
customs, and new demands of the interior market and the protectionist pol-
icy of the Bulgarian authorities.

After the War, the status of factories which produced hemp and lin-
en fabrics worsened significantly in both countries. The demand for hemp
was in a way reduced, since the articles which used to be manufactured from
hemp were now produced from overseas raw materials. Silk industry was at
averylowlevelinboth countries. There were filatures and weaving factories,
but not silk spinning factory, and for that reason sericulture was based on
growing of silkworms, producing and exporting cocoons. Carpets remained
mainly products of household handiwork and traditional crafts. Knitwear,
haberdashery, hat and other lesser textile product industry developed fastin
the Kingdom of SCS and Bulgaria, representing, in terms of quantity, the big-
gest share of textile industry, but in terms of quality and structure, there were
mostly handicraft workshops.

Phases of the development of textile industry in the Kingdom of SCS
and in Bulgaria differ according to different economic cycles. From 1919 to
1923 industry in the Kingdom SCS went through a period of expansion, while
in Bulgaria, there were crisis. Bulgaria was fraught by its War losses, repara-
tions, adaptation to peace economy, the Stamboliyski’s agrarian reforms and
Turkish customs. The Kingdom of SCS went through a commercial boom, as
aresult of rebuilding and global trends. The period from 1924 and 1929 was
a period of stagnation in the Kingdom, and afterwards both countries went
through a period of steady economic development, which is to be attributed
to the balancing of the monetary system, new loan and customs rates and in-
ternational political conjuncture.
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The locations of textile factories indicate that the development of in-
dustry was preordained by its 19" century heritage. Gabrovo and Sliven, the
greatest textile centers in the 19" century, remained as such even after the
War. On the other hand, in the Kingdom of SCS, Slovenia and Croatia record-
ed the biggest progress as regions which obtained a significant advantage
in the 19" century: infrastructural legacy and commercial bonds with the
more prosperous countries of the West. Annual growth rates in number of
factories and workers corroborate these facts. Consequently, the develop-
ment of industry and industrialization itself were in both cases regionally
conditioned and it was the indicator of uneven economic growth of the state.

In the interwar period, the institutional frameworks of the state were
being convoluted, which is reflected in the economy. New institutions were
being formed, most of which were related to regulation of the economy,
mainly due to the circumstances after the First World War and the econom-
ic crisis. The economies of the Balkan states were based on capitalist prin-
ciples of the free market, with the free exchange of goods, services and free
competition. Immediately after the war, in an effort to build stable economy,
newly born states relied on governments that tried to bring the balance of
state intervention into the economy. In such circumstances, state protection-
ism was present during the 1920s as a regulatory one and aimed at stabiliz-
ing the economy, but more important appeared only in the 1930s, as a reac-
tion to economic depression.

Therole of the state in industry was examined at the institutional and
legislative level and through state influence on the industry. A sign of a low
level of economic and legal institutions in both countries was the lack of a
clear definition of industry or of the notion of an industrial enterprise. Both
in Kingdom of SCS and Bulgaria, there was no definition of an industrial en-
terprise prescribed by law or other regulations in the observed period. There
was also no law on industry. This is why a question whether the summary fig-
ures referred to industrial enterprises or craftsmen’s workshops, has been
raised over and over again. Generally speaking, the overall requirements for
an industrial factory were rather small - in the Kingdom of SCS 20 hp (horse-
power) and 15 workers were needed, while in Bulgaria it was 10 workers
and 10 hp.

Legislation of the economic policy aimed at regulation, organization
or encouragement of the industrial development, existed in similar forms
in both countries. State protectionism was enforced through laws regulat-
ing the support of industry, free import of machines, tools and raw materi-
als, and customs protection. Protectionism was stronger in Bulgaria than in
the Kingdom of SCS, but it failed to leave significant influence on the struc-
ture and development of industry in both countries. It protected the old en-
terprises more than it invested in their development, in protection from for-
eign competition or in structural development.

In both countries there was a noticeable progress in the technolog-
ical sphere. The capital invested in basic tools, machines and real estate in-
creased in both countries; the same applies to the size of used power. Import
of modern technologies (both new and old), did not bridge the gap in knowl-
edge and technology, nor did it enable a sustainable development of indus-
try. Import of modern technologies was not in itselfindicator for the develop-
ment of industry, because it did not include wider social prerequisites, such
as qualification of workers, few months’ delays for the delivery of machinery,
or repair parts, the absence of innovation in the production process and good
organization of work.

After the war, in the situation of political instability, economic crisis,
monetary and financial insecurity, weaknesses of domestic credit institu-
tions, the permanent lack of capital was a feature of the Yugoslav and Bul-
garian economies. Neither the textile industry, as one of the more developed
ones, was circumvented by this problem. According to the volume of capital,
there were larger enterprises in the Kingdom of SCS than in Bulgaria, but the
structure of capital was different. In these circumstances, foreign capital was
of particular importance, however, it was of importance to the extent that it
corresponded to the interests of foreign industrialists. The prevalence of for-
eign capital invested in the textile industry confirms that the economic ties
established before the First World War were still present after the war. Large
companies in the Kingdom of SCS from the former Austro-Hungarian territo-
ries have had more or less foreign capital represented (Austrian and Czech).
On the other hand, Bulgaria and the territories of the pre-war Kingdom of
Serbia had none, with the exception of several factories owned by foreigners.
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The common characteristic of the internal trade is underdevelop-
ment and weak market. In Bulgaria, it was manifested through a partially
regulated internal trade and an underdeveloped market, with the existence
of alocal industry that sold goods by means of privileges. In the Kingdom of
the SCS, internal trade was freer, but the complete lack of market connec-
tions, institutions, laws and organizations was noticed. Regulated or not, do-
mestic trade in both countries was weak due to the small purchasing power
of the population and the disconnection of local industry with other parts of
the economic organism, in this case merchants and farmers.

In foreign trade, the structure of imports and exports of textile ma-
terials had changed. Quantitative indicators clearly indicate that there has
been a steady decline in imports of finished products and an appropriate in-
crease in imports of textile raw materials and semi-finished products, which
corresponded to the steady growth of factories. The yarn was being import-
ed in this period more than textile raw materials, indicating that the devel-
opment of the textile industry was going through the development of weav-
ing, as a weaker technological stage, rather than through the development of
spinning, as the basis for the structural development of the textile industry.

The use of domestic raw materials in industrial processing was close-
lylinked to two problems - the substitution of import, and intensification and
improvement of the agrarian sector. The share of imported raw material in
the textile industry accounted for about 45% of the total imports, and both
countries were trying to reduce these imports due to the foreign trade bal-
ance. Reducing the import of agrarian products meant a greater focus on the
use of domestic raw materials that were not of a sufficient quality, which con-
firms already existing research on the backward agrarian sector; insufficient
technical level of agricultural production and poorly educated peasantry.

Textile industrialists modernized their backgrounds. Although be-
ing just the second generation of entrepreneurs originating from poor back-
ground, they influenced the industrial development, social changes, most no-
tably between the end of the 19% century and the Second World War. The
described industrialists Ivan Berov and Vlada Ili¢ were very similar. They
came from poor families and, thanks to family ties, they managed to increase
their initial capital, and from small, mostly manufactured workshops, they
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built economic empires in the Balkans. However, their role was not limit-
ed only to the field of economy, to the construction of factories and increas-
ing their own profits: they built working places, kindergartens, schools, zoos,
parks, playgrounds, and implemented electrification, looking upon the ex-
amples of their Western counterparts. The breakdown in the evolution of au-
tochthonous, domestic economic elites that have influenced the progress of
society from the impoverished desolation of the Balkans is an example of dis-
course in the development of the societies they belonged to.

Inboth countries in textile industries, the number of employed work-
ers increased with an annual growth rate of 20%, with a characteristic high
share of the female population, and a relatively high number of employed
children under 18 years of age. These data show the existence of certain
changes in society, even though they were small - there were about 30,000
textile workers versus a few million peasants - yet they existed. The posi-
tion of textile workers was not at a high level. The wages were low and in-
sufficient for general living needs, while working conditions in the factories
were difficult and non-hygienic. Workers’ legislation existed, but it was not
applied. Western forms of legislation (eight-hour work, social security, laws
of protection and hygiene) in the Balkan countries had the fate of many oth-
er modern novelties - they remained only on paper, being circumvented in
many ways.

To answer the questions raised in the preface - the textile industry
was indigenous and domestic both in Bulgaria and at the territory of the for-
mer Kingdom of Serbia, and “introduced” also by the structure of capital in
the territory of Croatia and Slovenia. It focused on the amount of produc-
tion, not on the quality of goods. In the era of inflationary conjuncture it was
characterized by development, and in a stable conjuncture by stagnation and
weak growth. With purely quantitative changes, without clear indications of
structural changes, it developed in the context of poor agriculture, which did
not potentiate the creation of a strong raw material base and was motivated
primarily by economic goals. The continuity of industrial development was
also an importantissue. At first glance, there was a discontinuity in the King-
dom of the SHS due to the creation of a new state, but in both countries there
was basic continuity in development. Capital did not change the owner after
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the First World War, inherited 19™ century traditions proved to be stronger
than new economic circumstances.

Finally, summing up the development of the textile industry, we be-
lieve that this development existed, but it was limited due to the Balkan real-
ity, a complete lack of developed economic, social, social and political insti-
tutions and norms, but also because of the inherited 19%-century traditions.
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
