CONCLUSION

The reform of the primary school system in Serbia and Yugoslavia in the period
from 1944 to 1959, i.e. from the end of World War Two until the General Law on Educa-
tion System was passed in 1958, by which a uniform eight-grade primary school was in-
troduced in the entire country, the same as it still is in Serbia nowadays, represented a
result of the “struggle for school” which had started at the end of the 19" century with
the education reform of Stojan Novakovi¢ in 1893, the laws of 1898 and 1904 and the
Law on Public Schools of 1929 with the amendments of July 1930. As such, it is insepa-
rable from the struggle for the modernization and democratization of Serbian and Yu-
goslav society in the twentieth century.

The reform of the primary school system in Serbia and Yugoslavia which re-
sulted in establishing a uniform primary school with eight grades in 1958 was a part of
the struggle for “new school”. Until the end of the 19* century and the beginning of the
20™ century schools had not been created in order to suit the needs of students, but to
suit the needs of certain social groups. The circumstances changed in the 20™ century.
The processes of general social modernization required “new school”, the one whose
task would not be only to teach young generations to read and write. “New school” was
assigned the task of both teaching young people and having a formative influence on
them. School was to stop being an inert institution and become the one which tookiniti-
ative, i.e. formed new kind of people who could fulfil the demands of new times. A large
number of demands which had been set before school inspired not only a large num-
ber of theoreticians, practitioners, pedagogues, psychologists and public employees
but also politicians and ideologists to offer solutions to the problem of how to replace
“old school” with “new school”. New school which was established at the end of the 19"
century and the beginning of the 20™ century had to be: “school for life”, “school full
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of life”, “school which suited pupils”, “school without walls”, “school without grades”,
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“working school”, “active school”, “school of experience”, “school of socialization, “indi-
vidual school”, “school without exams”, “school without marks”, “school where students
would develop”. All attempts to implement new school “went into smoke” when World
War One started in 1914. The causes of World War Two and the difficult legacy reflect-
ed primarily in tens of millions of dead people, fascism, National Socialism and the Hol-
ocaust inevitably raised the question of not only the meaning but also of the purpose
of education and upbringing, the achievements of which had been nullified and made
meaningless in the period from 1939 to 1945. Apart from the destruction caused by the
war, the ideas of the Enlightenment and of the French Revolution in which the humani-
ty had believed so sincerely for so long were also destroyed and therefore a new world
had to be built, a world on the top of which the flag with the words liberte, egalite, fra-
ternite would be flapping again.
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[t could be said that the intensive work on defining new education and upbring-
ing policies and on initiating reforms of the existing school systems started immediate-
ly after the end of World War Two. The reinvention of childhood, which had suffered se-
vere losses during World War Two, contributed greatly to continuing the struggle for
“new school” which was disrupted by world wars. The difficult legacy of both world
wars raised not only the question of protecting children’s lives, but of children’s rights
as well. The legacy of World War Two which made humanity face the most brutal ways
of “destroying” children particularly influenced the work of the United Nations Organ-
ization, which issued the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which also applied to
children, the same year it was established, i.e. in 1945. In 1959 the United Nations Or-
ganization issued the Declaration of the Rights of the Child, to which the Federal Peo-
ple’s Republic of Yugoslavia was a signatory. By signing the Declaration of the Rights
of the Child all countries which “signed” the document, including Yugoslavia, pledged,
among other things, that the children would “be brought up in a spirit of understand-
ing, tolerance, friendship among peoples, peace and universal brotherhood”.

Apart from the reaffirmation of childhood, another factor which made a major
contribution to the affirmation of the education system after World War Two was the
establishment of a uniform system of values. In spite of all the differences which would
later emerge in the world shackled by the Cold War and in Europe divided by the Ber-
lin War, the entire post-war world was built on the idea which even nowadays repre-
sents one of the fundamental ideas of the modern world - the idea of anti-fascism. Very
soon, as soon as the most severe consequences of the war had been dealt with, it turned
out that, even though the nations should work intensively on upholding the antifascist
tradition, the War had to be left in the past so that it would be possible to build a com-
munity of nations which would include the ones who had recently been on the oppo-
site sides of the front. These two ideas, i.e. the idea of establishing a uniform system of
values which would be based on the antifascist legacy and the idea of the coexistence
of the ones who had until recently been at war and of the rival groups in the Cold War,
later became the fundamental ideas of the United Nations Organization, which played
one of the key roles through the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Or-
ganization, i.e. UNESCO, established on November 4% 1946, in the realization of some
of the segments of numerous education reforms which were implemented in Europe
(the English Reform of Education System of 1944; Langevin-Wallon’s School Reform
of 1945 in France; the Reform of Education System in Sweden; the Reform of Educa-
tion System in Western Germany; the Soviet Reform of Education System of 1958) and
worldwide (the Reform of Education System in Japan), and even in Yugoslavia (1958),
which joined UNESCO in 1950, immediately after the leaders of the Communist Party
of Yugoslavia, i.e. the Third Plenary Session of the Central Committee of the Commu-
nist Party of Yugoslavia, defined the country’s new education and upbringing policy in
December 1949.
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The reform of the primary school system in the period from 1944 to 1959 repre-
sented a part of the struggle for cultural transformation of the society which the revo-
lutionary, communist authorities in Yugoslavia began by establishing the first people’s
committees, i.e. the first organs of authority. The party positioned itself as the vanguard
of the working class which would play a key role in the future in the process of creat-
ing a better and more fair, i.e. socialist, society. The path towards a better and more fair,
i.e. socialist, society led through political stabilization of the country, which would not
be possible without industrial and economic recovery and, as it was often emphasized,
“overall national progress” which included “cultural life”. In this way, cultural life, in-
cluding “educational life” as its integral part, was considered to be an integral part of
“the socialist transformation of the society”.

Until the early 1950s, all key decisions in the country, including the decisions on
cultural and education policies, were made by the party’s highest body, i.e. by the Po-
litburo of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Yugoslavia. The decisions
were made public at the party congresses and they were realized through the work of
state organs, i.e. people’s committees, some of the ministries and the National Assem-
bly, and also through the work of some mass organizations (the People’s Front, the An-
tifascist Women’s Front, the United League of Antifascist Youth of Serbia, etc.).

The resolutions adopted at the Fifth Congress of the Communist Party of Yu-
goslavia (1948) had far-reaching consequences on the cultural policy of the Yugoslav
state, including the education and upbringing policy in Yugoslavia, which obtained its
main directives in December 1949 with the Resolution of the Third Plenary Session of
the Communist Party of Yugoslavia which included some parts of the report by Milovan
bilas entitled The Problems of School System in the Struggle for Socialism in our Country.
[t can be concluded based on the title of his report that the ultimate goal of the “new”
policy of education and upbringing had to be the “building of socialism”. “The building
of socialism” required, as it was pointed out in the clearly defined goal of the new pol-
icy of education and upbringing “a brave socialist man”, one “whose views were wide
and diverse, one who was not prone to bureaucratism and stereotypical way of think-
ing”. Something else could also be assumed from the precise definition of the ultimate
goal of education and upbringing which was embodied in a “brave socialist man”. The
“new” bravery which was not prone to “bureaucratism and stereotypical way of think-
ing” could be achieved only through upbringing, not through school, and the upbring-
ing had to be “socialist” upbringing, which was not received exclusively within school
walls, but also outside classrooms, i.e. in the school yard, during extracurricular activi-
ties and particularly in the street, for which it was observed that it had become a place
where phenomenawhich are strange to and even dangerous for socialism are manifest-
ed. The attempt to “emancipate” upbringing from the institution of school, which un-
til then had represented an exclusive “keeper of the fire”, the fire which was not started
during the War and Revolution, but a century and a half ago, when the school had been
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established as an etatised institution, as the one which “took away” the youngest fami-
ly members from their parents and family since it had an exclusive right not only to ed-
ucate them, but also to have a formative influence on their character, did not mean the
school system was to be degraded in any way. On the contrary - every school, including
the school of the mandatory primary education as a part of the uniform school system,
was no longer considered to be a separate, isolated part of the society and social pro-
cesses. With the “new” education and upbringing policy it was given a central position
and was considered to be the starting point of the “new” cultural policy, the one whose
influence the youngest members of the community would feel from dawn till dusk, sev-
en days a week, three hundred and sixty-five days a year. The “new” policy needed new
allies. All state institutions, primarily the ones which included the largest part of the
youngest Yugoslav people, and those were schools, had to give way to the new educa-
tion and upbringing policy and seek help in the struggle for the socialist man. There-
fore, school had to rely on a complex system of mass organizations which every socialist
society had (including the Yugoslav society) and the preference was given to the Pio-
neer Organization. Furthermore, school had to rely on the millions of parents who had
been “left out” in the previous century but who had to have their roles in building so-
cialism, just like all other members of the socialist community. Thus, the idea of school
as the starting point of social modernization, cultural revolution and building of social-
ism was introduced in the public space with the “new” education and upbringing poli-
cy whose main directives were adopted by the party’s highest body in December 1949.

The requests which were put forward at the Third Plenary Session of the Cen-
tral Committee of the Communist Party of Yugoslavia were primarily requests regard-
ing establishing a uniform and functional education system which would be based on a
uniform eight-grade primary school. The Third Plenary Session of the Central Commit-
tee of the Communist Party of Yugoslavia made a decision on mandatory changeover to
eight-year-long primary education by making use of the available types of schools and
by forming transitional types of schools for mandatory primary education. The ulti-
mate goal of the changeover to mandatory eight-year-long education was establishing
auniform primary school in the entire state. The changeover to mandatory eight-year-
long education was to be performed through: four-grade primary schools and six-year-
long or six-grade primary schools, which were some kind of transition towards eight-
year-long schools.

However, the struggle for a “longer” primary school after World War Two did
not start at the Third Plenary Session of the Central Committee of the Communist Par-
ty of Yugoslavia, but right after the war operations in Yugoslavia had ended. By pass-
ing the Law on Mandatory Seven-Year-Long Education in October 1945, the revolution-
ary authorities wanted to draw attention to the field of education and upbringing as
soon as possible since it was one of the most important fields of education and upbring-
ing in the struggle for cultural transformation of the society. Mandatory primary edu-
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cation had to be at least three years longer than in “old” Yugoslavia. Thus the Law on
Mandatory Seven-Year-Long Education, the implementation of which was supposed to
be a step towards the introduction of mandatory eight-year-long primary education,
was passed only five months after the war had ended. The adoption of one of the “ba-
sic” laws of the new regime in Yugoslavia was not preceded by the adoption of the Con-
stitution or a serious public debate which would include both the members of the Party
and the experts and practitioners who would act as the representatives of the profes-
sion. The adoption of the federal law was immediately followed by the adoption of the
republic laws. Serbia passed its law by the end of 1945. The transition to “longer” man-
datory education was a slow and difficult process, which can be concluded from the
fact that the school of mandatory primary education had had four, six and eight grades
during the last school year before the General Law on Education System and the Gener-
al Law on Primary School, which was a Serbian version of the federal legislation, were
introduced, i.e. in the 1957/1958 school year. The schools of mandatory primary ed-
ucation included the lower grades of high schools during the same school year in Ser-
bia. The introduction of mandatory eight-year-long education was considered to be the
key to success of the education system reform in Yugoslavia after World War Two not
only because there were several types of mandatory schools of primary education in
the territory of Yugoslav state, which was why it was not possible to have a uniform pri-
mary school and a uniform education system, but also because the demand for man-
datory eight-grade primary school was the imperative of the time. Apart from that, the
prevailing opinion was that young generations would not be “prepared” for life in the
modern world if they obtained their primary education in four-grade primary school.
The introduction of mandatory eight-year-long primary school was also necessary be-
cause the results obtained through the research conducted by the Federal Bureau for
the Study of School and Education Issues revealed that the education level of citizens,
primarily of “production workers”, was so low that the social order of the country and
the future of socialism in Yugoslavia were at risk. Finally, the introduction of mandato-
ry eight-year-long primary school was inevitable since the results of the contemporary
education sciences recognized mandatory eight-year-long primary school as the opti-
mal form of education for the youngest citizens of the modern world, including the Yu-
goslav federation, and for this reason the principles on which it was to be based were
clearly defined. Mandatory eight-year-long primary school was to represent a uniform
and democratic social institution, an institution in which pupils could acquire general
education which would enable them to continue their education at higher levels of ed-
ucation. Mandatory eight-year-long primary school thus represented a stepping stone
in the further process of education and upbringing, which confirmed its significance
within a uniform education system.

The demand for the “new” school and for establishing a wider and more open
concept of education and upbringing which “arrived” in December 1949 represented a
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manifestation of amuch wider political concept which had been proclaimed at the Fifth
Congress of the Communist Party of Yugoslavia in 1948, immediately after the conflict
with Stalin and the USSR in the summer of 1948. On the one hand, the response to the
“problem” which was deservedly considered to be a crisis which could develop into
an armed conflict of considerable proportions led to “closing ranks” within the Par-
ty which started to use repressive measures in order to deal with everybody for whom
they assumed that they did not share the same views. On the other hand, the process of
“closing ranks” revealed the degree of inefficiency of the lower-tier authorities, the in-
ertia of mass organizations and the lack of interest among the members. Political and
social crisis was at the peak when the prevailing opinion within the Communist Party
of Yugoslavia was that both the power and the responsibility had to be delegated and
shared.

The adoption of the Law on the Management of the State Commercial Enterpris-
es and Industry Associations by Worker Collectives (1950), which introduced a gradu-
al transition to self-management and which was later reinforced by the Constitutional
Law of 1953, was an introduction to the adoption of: the Law on Public Schools (1951),
the Decree on Fundamental Principles of Communal Management in Schools (1954) and
the General Law on School Management (1955). In this way the conditions were met not
only for the democratization of the relationships within school, but also for establish-
ing the Commission for the Reform of Education in 1953, whose work would result in
the adoption of the General Law on Education System in 1958 and the Law on Primary
Schoolin 1959 and the introduction of a uniform eight-grade primary school in the ter-
ritory of entire Serbia and Yugoslavia.

The reform of the primary education system in Yugoslavia was based on sever-
al principles. First of all, it was founded on the ideas of socialist pedagogy or the theory
of socialist upbringing. The modern reform of the education system in Yugoslavia in the
1950s would not have been possible without engaging a large number of experts from
the field of pedagogy which was “developed” in post-war Yugoslavia alongside the pro-
gress made in implementing the reform. The science of pedagogy in Yugoslavia “artic-
ulated” the first significant and official deviation from the formerly sacrosanct “Soviet”
models at the First Congress of the Pedagogues of Yugoslavia in Belgrade in 1952. In the
following period the opinion that Soviet pedagogy could not be accepted as the basis
and model of Yugoslav pedagogy was formed among Yugoslav pedagogues, who made a
distinction between Soviet pedagogy and Marxist (Marxist-Leninist) pedagogy, which
was interpreted as the scientific foundation of Yugoslav pedagogy. By the time the Con-
gress of Yugoslav Pedagogues was held at Sljemen near Zagreb in 1963, the opinion that
Marxist pedagogy was not developed only in the countries of people’s democracy, i.e.in
the “socialist countries”, but also in the western countries, was widely accepted in Yu-
goslav pedagogy. This opinion became very relevant in the early 1950s, when the new-
ly established journal from Zagreb called Pedagoski rad started to publish regularly the
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papers and pieces of the current pedagogical literature from the West (France, West
Germany, the United States of America, England, etc). In the period from 1953, when
the firstconcrete actions regarding the education system reform started, to 1958, when
the General Law on Education System was passed, a large number of Yugoslav experts
had an opportunity to spend longer periods of time in Western European countries and
inthe United States of America in order to become familiar with their education system,
primarily through UNESCO, the agency of the United Nations Organization which was
in charge of international cooperation in the field of education and culture. Owing to
them and the systematic work on studying “Western” pedagogy, pedagogical literature
from the West was introduced to Yugoslavia and it strongly influenced the pedagogical
science in Yugoslavia, which would remain “loyal” to socialist pedagogy until the dis-
integration of the Yugoslav state. The formation of Yugoslav socialist pedagogy as the
one which was not founded on Soviet pedagogy but “on several-hundred-year-old de-
velopment of pedagogical ideas which could be marked as socialist” became particu-
larly prominent in the 1950s and 1960s in the field of the translation of a large number
of classics in their original form. The following works were translated in that period:
More’s Utopia (1951), Campanella’s The City of the Sun (1964), Owen’s New View of So-
ciety (1957) and a part of The Book of the New Moral World (1958), selected parts of the
works by Saint-Simon and Charls Fourier (1952), Cabet’s The Voyage to Icaria (1952),
the collections of Lenin’s essays On Culture and Upbringing (1952) and On Communist
Upbringing and School (1960), the collection of Nadezdha Krupskaya’s essays On Up-
bringing and Teaching (1949), etc. In the 1950s and 1960s some of the most prominent
Yugoslav pedagogical journals, such as: Savremena skola (Belgrade), Pedagoskirad (Za-
greb), Prosvetno delo (Skoplje), Nasa skola (Sarajevo), Slobodna pedagogika (Ljublja-
na), Predskolsko dete (Beograd), Nastava i vaspitanje (Beograd), Zivot i skola (Osijek)
and Pedagoska stvarnost (Novi Sad), were published.

The Association of the Yugoslav Societies for the Children and Youth Upbring-
ing and Care, which had been established in 1952 in Zagreb with the aim of “actingasa
social platform in order to bring together, connect and activate all interested organiza-
tions and individuals from the various fields of upbringing”, made a considerable con-
tribution to the education system reform in Yugoslavia in the 1950s. The Association
realized its programmes of children’s social care and the coordination of state organs
and various social organizations through several commissions: 1. The Commission for
Working with Parents; 2. The Commission for Working with Pioneers; 3. The Commis-
sion for Preschool Education; 4. The Commission for Children’s Literature and Maga-
zines; 5. The Commission for Film; 6. The Commission for Fine Arts; 7. The Commission
for Musical Education. Over 186 pedagogues, psychologists, doctors, art teachers, writ-
ers, musicians and social workers worked in the abovementioned commissions. Some
of the commissions, such as: the Commission for Preschool Education, the Commission
for Children’s Literature and Magazines, the Commission for Film, the Commission for
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Fine Arts and the Commission for Musical Education, had a particularly significant in-
fluence on the work of the Commission for the Reform of Education System, drafting
the General Law on Education of 1958 and some legal solutions which resulted from the
legislation of 1958.

The Programme of the International Cooperation of Our Teachers, which Yugo-
slavia had since 1955, significantly contributed to the work on reforming the education
system. In those years, Yugoslav teachers were welcome guests, mostly in the Western
European countries, and the teachers from Western Europe often visited Yugoslavia.
Starting from 1952 teachers from Denmark, West Germany, Turkey, France, the United
States of America, etc. visited Yugoslavia. During the reform of education system, the
Commission for the Reform of Education System took several models of reformed edu-
cation systems into consideration - the English, French, American, Canadian and Swed-
ish systems, which was hardly surprising if we bear in mind that since 1950, when Yu-
goslavia signed the cooperation agreement with the UNESCO, Yugoslavia was given an
opportunity to send a large number of its young experts, primarily new and educated
generations of Yugoslav pedagogues, to longer professional visits to: England, France,
West Germany, the United States of America, etc.

The work on the reform of the primary education system in Serbia and Yugosla-
via which can be traced back to the end of World War Two was difficult and complex.
Very unfavourable conditions in which schools were attended were one of the great-
est obstacles to creating modern education in Serbia and Yugoslavia. Even though the
number of schools, grades and pupils in Serbia increased in the period from 1944 to
1959 in comparison with the pre-war period, primary school in the territory of Serbia
was not uniform and standardized. A year before the General Law on Education System
and the Law on Primary School entered into force, the most common type of school of
mandatory primary education in Serbia was eight-grade school. The second most com-
mon type of school of mandatory primary education was four-grade school. The exam-
ple of the People’s Republic of Serbia was somewhat specific since eight-grade school
was less common in some parts of Serbia, even though it was the most common type
of school in the total sum. In Kosovo and Metohija, four-grade school was attended by
more pupils than eight-grade school.

There were many other obstacles to the introduction of the modern educa-
tion system in Serbia. In the 1956/1957 school year schools with only first four grades
made up 94.2% of all primary schools in Serbia. A year before the General Law on Ed-
ucation System was passed only 210 primary schools in Serbia had the first six grades.
There were no schools in Serbia which had the first seven or the first eight grades.

The classes with 31 to 40 pupils made up 35.2% of the total number of class-
es in Serbia. They were followed by the classes with 41 to 50 pupils (23.9%). In
the1952/1953 school year, a significant percentage of classes had 51 to 60 students
(9.5%) and 61 and more students (4.8%).
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The largest number of schools in Serbia had one or two classes. In the 1951-
1952 school year schools with one or two classes made up 75.7% of the total number
of primary schools in Serbia.

According to the first post-war school census in 1951, there were 12,981 build-
ings of primary and higher primary schools in Yugoslavia. As many as one third of them,
i.e. 4573 school buildings (35.2%), were in Serbia. 89.9% of the four thousand build-
ings of primary schools and higher primary schools in Serbia were single-storey build-
ings. According to the same census, only 68.3% school buildings in Serbia were pur-
pose-built objects.

According to the census of 1951, 48.1% of school buildings in Serbia had only
one classroom. 40.1% of buildings had two classrooms. Only 10.5% of school buildings
in Serbia had a kitchen, 4.6% had a dining hall, 0.6% had a bathroom and 2.4% had a
stateroom or a hall equipped with a movie projector. 62.1% of school buildings were
made out of bricks and 15.4% were made out of stone. In the largest number of school
buildings water was supplied from an open well (33%), a spring (30.7%) or a covered
well (20.5%). Only 15.6% of school buildings had electric power supply, while paraf-
fin oil lamps were used in the largest number of school buildings (83.9%). The aver-
age area of a classroom in Serbia was 45.7m? On average, there were 52.9 pupils in one
classroom. The largest number of school buildings (88.3%) had a floor made of wood-
en boards. Portable furnaces were the most common type of heating in school build-
ings, with as many as 95.7 schools using this type of heating.

The success of the new education and upbringing policy which had been pro-
claimed at the Third Plenary Session of the Central Committee of the Communist Par-
ty of Yugoslavia depended greatly on the willingness of all members of the society to
actively participate in its realization. In the 1950s the potential of the Yugoslav socie-
ty was very modest. First of all, during the entire period which is studied in this paper
the desks of the primary schools in Serbia were occupied by pupils whose memories
of World War Two were fewer and fainter. Right before the law of 1959 was intro-
duced, the schools of mandatory primary education in the PR of Serbia were attend-
ed by 91,1625 pupils. Out of this number, 573,804 pupils or 62.94% had been born in
the period from 1947 to 1950. Together with 26,884 pupils who had been bornin 1951
or later, the number rose to 600,688 and it accounted for 65.90% of the total number
of the pupils who attended the schools of mandatory primary education in the territo-
ry of the PR of Serbia.

The most prevalent language in the primary schools in Serbia was Serbo-Cro-
atian. According to the data for the 1956/1957 school year, the classes were taught
in Serbo-Croatian in 4202 out of 4793 primary schools, i.e. in 87.6%. The prevalence
of the Serbo-Croatian language in the primary schools in Serbia was not the same
throughout the entire territory. According to the data for the 1956/1957 school year,
the Serbo-Croatian language was most prevalent in the primary schools in the terri-
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tory of central Serbia. Classes were taught in the Serbo-Croatian language in 96.3% of
schools. The most prevalent language of a national minority used as the language of in-
struction in the primary schools in the territory of central Serbia was Bulgarian. The
prevalence of Serbo-Croatian was somewhat lower in the primary schools in Vojvodi-
na, where Serbo-Croatian was the language of instruction in 84.1% of primary schools.
The most prevalentlanguage of a national minority in the primary schools in Vojvodina
was Hungarian. In the 1956/1957 school year Hungarian was the language of instruc-
tion in 34.7% of primary schools in Vojvodina. The situation was completely different
in the primary schools in Kosovo and Metohija. The Serbo-Croatian language was the
language of instruction in only 350 schools, i.e.in 50.5% of schools. Classes were taught
in Albanian, i.e. “Shqiptarian”, which was the official name of the language, in as many as
75.7% of schools in Kosovo and Metohija.

The territory of Serbia was specific in many ways. With the exception of the
members of the [talian national minority, who were schooled only in the schools which
were in the territory of the PR of Croatia, the members of all other minority groups
(Bulgarian, Czechoslovakian, Slovakian, Ruthenian, “Shqiptarian”, Hungarian, Romani-
an, Turkish, German, Greek) were schooled in the classes which were within the prima-
ry schools in the territory of Serbia. The members of the Bulgarian ethnic community
were schooled only in schools which were in the territory of central Serbia. The schools
in the territory of central Serbia were also attended by the members of the Czechoslo-
vakian, “Shqiptarian’, Romanian, Turkish and German ethnic groups. The schools in the
territory of Vojvodina were attended by the members of the Czechoslovakian, Slovaki-
an, Ruthenian, Hungarian, Romanian, German and Greek ethnic groups. It should be
pointed out that the largest number of the schools in which the members of Slovakian,
Ruthenian, Hungarian, Romanian and German minority groups received their educa-
tion were in the territory of Vojvodina. The only place where the members of the Greek
ethnic group were educated was the territory of Vojvodina. Even though members of
only two national minority groups received their education in Kosovo and Metohija,
i.e. “Shqiptarian” and Turkish, this part of Yugoslavia was the only part of the country
where the language of a national minority group was the language of instruction in a
larger number of schools than the language of the constituent people.

In the 1949/1950 school year, only 728737 pupils attended the mandatory pri-
mary schools in Serbia out of 936489 boys and girls who, according to the census of
1948, aged between 7 and 13, i.e. 77.8% of the ones who were obliged to go to school by
the law. According to the data for the 1951/1952 school year, only 55% of pupils who
attended primary and higher primary schools in Serbia were of the appropriate age
for the grade they attended. As many as 33% of pupils of primary and higher primary
schools in Serbia were too old for the grade they attended.

The problems which the state encountered in the process of constituting mod-
ern eight-grade primary school in Serbia and Yugoslavia are particularly evident when
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the children aged between 7 and 14 are considered as the members of the wider com-
munity. Out of 15,772,098 citizens of Yugoslavia, as registered by the census of March
1948, boys and girls up to 14 years of age made up 32.53% of the population of the Fed-
erative People’s Republic of Yugoslavia. According to the census of 1948, boys and girls
aged between 7 and 14 accounted for 55.36% of the total number of boys and girls aged
between 0 and 14, or 18.01% of the total number of citizens of Yugoslavia. The largest
number of them lived in households with up to four members. In most cases, their par-
ents were married and approximately 23 years old when their child was born. In most
cases, the parents of the boys and girls who were aged between 7 and 14 in the peri-
od from 1944 to 1959 were 25 to 39 years old in the time period during which their
children attended primary school. It was predominantly working population which in
most cases lived in the country on their own property which occupied between 5 and
19 hectares of land. If they lived in towns and cities, they were more likely to be em-
ployed as clerks than workers.

One fifth of the children who attended primary schools in Serbia in the peri-
od from 1944 to 1959 had at least one illiterate parent. In 76% of the cases those were
mothers. The likelihood that their parents did not have professional qualifications was
about 33%. In 70% of the cases, mothers were without professional qualifications. In
most cases, parents who had certain professional qualifications had lower or higher
secondary education. If they had a university degree, in most cases their degrees were
obtained from the Faculty of Engineering, the Faculty of Medicine, the Faculty of Law
and the Faculty of Philosophy. The mobility of the parents of the children who attended
primary schools in Serbia in the period from 1944 to 1959 was minimal. Most of them
had been born in the town or the county where they lived and where they were regis-
tered by the census of 1948.

Standard of living of most primary school pupils was very modest. If they came
from a family of workers or clerks, most of them lived with parents whose main source
of income was their regular income, i.e. salary. In the early 1950s, the income of a
four-member family of workers or clerks could barely cover the expenses if the mon-
ey was spent only to satisfy the most basic needs. The greatest part of the income, i.e.
about 50%, was spent on food, about 13% was spent on footwear and clothes, 6% on
firewood and lighting, and a really high percentage, about 6%, on tobacco and liquor.
The main components of the diet of families of Serbian workers and clerks in the mid-
20™ century were: bread, pastry, biscuits, flour, semolina, potatoes and beans, in oth-
er words, food rich in carbohydrates. Other kinds of food were present to a far lesser
extent. The average four-member family of workers or clerks used between 6 and 7kg
of meat, about 1kg of which was chicken, 271 of milk, 30 eggs and about 15kg of fresh
fruita month.

Most families lived in towns or cities in single-storey buildings, mainly in the
ones built before the war, in apartments with surface area of about 43m?, and in most
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cases with only one or two rooms. One in five apartments had electricity and water sup-
ply and it was more likely that it had electricity supply than water supply. About 16% of
apartments had their own kitchen, about 3% had bathrooms and about 4% had a toi-
letin the apartment.

The modernization of school system in Yugoslavia and the establishment of uni-
form eight-grade primary school were particularly negatively influenced by the lack of
teachers almost throughout the entire period from the end of war until the enactment
of the General Law on Education System. According to the data available, the increase
in the number of schools, classes and pupils was not accompanied by the increase in
teaching staff. It was not until the 1953-1954 school year that the number of teach-
ers employed in primary schools in Yugoslavia exceeded the number of teachers em-
ployed in primary schools in the Kingdom of Yugoslavia in the 1938-1939 school year.
In orderto accelerate the process of educating prospective teachers, education author-
ities which had been constituted in Serbia at the end of 1944 made a decision to or-
ganize courses for the education of teachers at most teacher education schools availa-
ble in Serbia and the candidates who had started their education at teacher education
schools and whose education had been interrupted by the war were given precedence.
All candidates who met the minimum requirements regarding their previous educa-
tion could apply for the courses at the majority of teacher education schools in Ser-
bia. In order to educate as many teachers as possible in the shortest period, the educa-
tion period was shortened from five to four years starting from the 1944-1945 school
year. It was not until ten years later, i.e. in the 1954-1955 school year, that the condi-
tions were right for switching back to the education of teachers in the duration of five
years. During the entire period which is the focus of this study all those candidates who
had chosen the profession of a teacher had to go through a sophisticated system for “de-
veloping” socialist teaching staff which included: attending courses, the evaluation of
one’s political and moral suitability, proving oneself by doing various tasks which were
often unrelated to the job of a teacher or an educator, relying on the syllabi which were
often changed and textbooks which were scarce, etc. The efficiency of teachers in the
development of the “socialist school” was greatly limited by their social position and
the modest living conditions which were often reflected in a life in solitude, bad accom-
modation and a traditional and conservative environment which had poor infrastruc-
ture and connection with larger cities.

Even though it was limited by the financial situation of the education system, the
unfavourable social structure of pupils and the insufficient number of teachers, the Yu-
goslav state which aimed at implementing the reform of education system conceived
on the broadest social platform, i.e. active participation of not only pupils and teachers,
but of parents as well, was very successful in the affirmation of a completely different
childhood, i.e. “happy childhood”.
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During the 1950s the state showed its affection for a quarter of its population
primarily thorough the affirmation of the right of the child by its membership in nu-
merous international organizations such as: UNICEF (1947) and UNESCO (1950). Yu-
goslavia signed the Resolution of the General Assembly of the UN by which the Univer-
sal Children’s Day was instituted. Five years later, Yugoslavia was one of the signatories
of the Declaration of the Rights of the Child. It was the first time that the international
community gathered around the UNO gave credit to a communist country for the re-
sults achieved in the field of child protection in April 1953, when it was announced in
Belgrade that Yugoslavia was the next host of the congress of the International Save the
Children Union (1958). In the late 1950s Yugoslavia established cooperation with or-
ganizations such as Save the Children Fund from London (1959) and the Council for
the Protection of Children of Pakistan (1960). At the same time, the cooperation with
the American Friend Service Committee from the United States of America was es-
tablished. Yugoslavia cooperated with the Federation International des Communities
D’enfant to work on the problems of protecting children without families. An excep-
tionally good cooperation was established with the World Organization for Early Child-
hood Education (OMEP) whose Eighth International Congress was held in Yugoslavia
in August 1960. Important cooperation in the field of spreading film culture among
children was established with the International Centre of Films for Children and Youth.
Through professional associations the state cooperated with: the International Socie-
ty for Education through Art (InSEA) and the International Organization for Children’s
Literature. The cooperation with the International Centre for Family Research greatly
improved the discussion on the issue of the importance and role of the family in raising
and bringing up children in Yugoslavia.

Soon after the war had ended, Yugoslavia distinguished itself in the field of care
for orphans and children from destitute families, first by establishing concentrated
children’s settlements in Vojvodina, and later by providing childcare for the children
without parental care at orphanages. Owing to the help obtained from the United Na-
tions Children’s Fund, by the end of the 1950s Yugoslavia had managed to deal with
many infectious diseases which had been raging throughout Yugoslavia and caused the
death of a large number of its youngest citizens until then. A special attention was de-
voted to mother and child health care. The first centres for mother and child health care
were established in the late 1950s, when the construction of what is now the Institute
for Mother and Child Health Care of Serbia in Belgrade started in 1958.

The affirmation of children’s social care and the obvious results achieved in this
field along with an increase in the standard of living were a prerequisite for the begin-
ning of the so-called “socialist production of childhood”. In the second half of the 1950s
the public space in Yugoslavia was partly “usurped” by the image of the child as a con-
sumer of the products of mass production. It was “developed” in the general public to-
gether with the image of the increase in the standard ofliving. [t was officially promoted
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in Zagreb in September 1957, when the famous international exhibition entitled Fam-
ily and Household was held. The international exhibition Family and Household and the
first Children’s Fair, which was organized within the same exhibition, were held after
the first department stores had been opened in Belgrade in 1952. A year after the exhi-
bition Family and Household, the first supermarket was opened at Cvetni trg, a square
in central Belgrade. The very same year when the first supermarket in Yugoslavia was
opened, the ideal type of apartment blocks in Yugoslavia was presented at the interna-
tional fair in Zagreb and as the Political reported that “about 5000 residents live init, in
buildings surrounded by parks with green areas, it has its own primary school, shop-
ping centres and various services which are helpful for household, nurseries, etc”. The
first modern apartmentblocks were presented at the Zagreb International Fairin 1958
and such blocks were later built in the towns and cities throughout Yugoslavia, such as:
Ljubljana (Savsko naselje), Zagreb (apartment blocks in Rapska Street), Sarajevo (Gr-
bavica), Belgrade (Novi Beograd), Zrenjanin, Velenje, etc.

These attempts to redefine living space and old habits greatly influenced the
family, which gradually assumed the shape of a modern family during the 1950s. By
1962 parents in Yugoslavia were offered help in the form of 508 parenting schools and
60 counselling centres. One of the first congresses on working with parents was held
in January 1961 in Belgrade. Some of the most important issues regarding the cooper-
ation between school and parents, the work of health care and social care institutions
and cooperation with parents were raised at the congress. Almost “overnight”, the par-
ents’ role in upbringing had become the subject of many expert debates, round-table
discussions and congresses, the first of which was entitled the Congress on Educating
and Bringing up Parents held in Ljubljana on February 28" 1957. The new education
and upbringing policy which had redefined the attitude towards children and child-
hood in a wider sense, and thus the relationship between children and parents, had in-
troduced a new topic in the written media in Yugoslavia in the 1950s, the topic which
until then had belonged to the sphere of the private, intimate, almost sacrosanct, i.e.
the hot topic of family relationships for which it was publicly and openly stated for the
first time that they were not always ideal or “usual”. Since the early 1950s the press
was awash with the articles on child-rearing. Parenting became a hot topic in all kinds
of printed press in Yugoslavia. Starting from this period, the new “approaches” to up-
bringing which were increasingly without physical punishment took up a special place
in the media and literature. Parents were expected to follow the new policy which stip-
ulated acquiring knowledge and certain skills even outside school, and discover the
aptitudes of their children and enrol them in various extracurricular activities such
as: swimming, playing musical instruments, gymnastics, etc. Learning the English lan-
guage became “popular” starting from 1953.

Apart from uniform eight-grade school which was the most important result
of the post-war reform of education system, the implementation of the new education
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and upbringing policy in Yugoslavia in the 1950s had another noteworthy result - the
development of characteristic and unique Yugoslav children’s culture. Since the 1950s
all great European and world film festivals gave recognition to the Yugoslav children’s
cinematography whose aesthetics successfully communicated with children from both
sides of the Wall. The Pula Film Festival, established in 1954, first contributed to the af-
firmation of the Yugoslav children’s cinematography since the films Abra-kabra, Dobro
morje, Vetar je stao pred zoru, Prometni znaci - ulicni junaci, Izgubljena olovka, etc. were
very successful at this festival in the 1950s. Yugoslavia had its first winner in Venice in
1951 with the film entitled Pionir i dvojka. Yugoslavia received another award in Ven-
ice the following year with the film Kekec. After Kekec, the film Izgubljena olovka, which
would be voted one of the ten best films of all times a few years later; i.e. in 1966, at the
Cannes Film Festival, was also very successful in Venice. However, Yugoslavia had had
its first winner in Cannes a few years earlier, in 1960, when the film Crni biseri received
the award for the best children’s film at the Youth Film Festival. On that occasion, the
film Crni biseri received the Golden Award, by which it was included in the Golden Fond
of the World Films for Children and Youth. Alongside the children’s film, children’s liter-
ature flourished in the 1950s and there were many great writers such as: Tone Seliskar,
Desanka Maksimovi¢, Mato Lovrak, Franc Bevk and Gvido Tartalja, but there were also
many artists who distinguished themselves in a new discipline - in illustrating and de-
signing children’s books. Some of them were: Sava Nikoli¢, Joze Ciuha, Marija Vogelnik
and Ljubica Cuca Sokic.
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
