Naturism arrived on the Adriatic islands of the Kingdom of
Yugoslavia in 1934 or a few years earlier, with Austrian naturists
who spent their summers on the islands of Rab and Korcula. A very
limited number of Austrian and some other foreign naturists spent
their summers on the Adriatic Sea through 1940, when the begin-
nings of naturism in Yugoslavia came to an abrupt end. Their stay
would not have been important historically had socialist Yugoslavia
- side by side with France - not become the leader of European and
even world naturist nudity following World War II and Yugoslavia’s
subsequent conflict with the Soviet Union.

The Austrian naturists that had stayed on the Yugoslav islands
before the war returned to Yugoslavia’s Adriatic coast in small
numbers in 1953, and it was advantageous for the new socialist
authorities to make the Yugoslav tourist offer as popular as possible
in the West. In addition to Austrian naturists, at that time German
naturists also started arriving on the isolated beaches of Yugoslavia.
It is quite interesting that among them were those who had gained
some knowledge about the sunny Adriatic coast during their service
in the army of Nazi Germany in parts of occupied Yugoslavia. The
year 1956 marked the true new beginning of naturism in Yugosla-
via, especially on the beaches of Rab and the islet of Jerolim near
Hvar, which became the hotspots of naturism on a mass scale. This
does not mean that the German and Austrian naturists did not go
elsewhere, to more isolated places, but Rab and Jerolim became the
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showcase for Yugoslavia, even when naturists were still not very
welcome guests.

The upsurge of naturism in Yugoslavia began in 1961, when the
islet of Koversada, near Vrsar, became a naturist oasis, completely
isolated from other tourists. The small camp on Koversada, which
started operating with only a dozen tents, received such huge publicity
in the foreign tourist press that large numbers of naturists started
literally pouring in from the Federal Republic of Germany, Austria,
Italy, and other countries. The example of Koversada also showed
the convenience of Istria, which was a close destination for tourists
and naturists from neighboring western countries. Other parts of
the Yugoslav coast became more accessible for foreign tourists as of
1965 with the opening of the Adriatic Highway, leading from one
end of the Yugoslav coast to the other. Yugoslavia’s visa-free regime
with many countries was also a real convenience for tourists.

In the second half of the 1960s, the islet of Koversada and the
neighboring coast were united by the Koversada Naturist Camp,
which, in addition to space for campers, also featured bungalows.
Ten successful years of Koversada resulted in this camp gaining
important recognition - hosting the 13th Congress of the Inter-
national Naturist Federation (1972) - and in addition to camp
Koversada, the President of the International Naturist Federation
publicly expressed support for socialist Yugoslavia, its social order
and advocated values of pacifism, anti-segregation, and anti-impe-
rialism which were, in the same time, important parts of Yugoslav
state ideology. These happened to coincide with the principles of
international naturism, to which a healthy way of life in harmony
with nature, was also added.

Following the success of the Koversada Naturist Camp, which
operated within the Hotel Tourist Company Anita from Vrsar, in
Istria in the late sixties and the first half of the seventies, one after
another naturist camps sprang up in Rovinj (Valalta and Monsena),
Pore¢ (Solaris, Istra and Ulika) and Pula (Kazela and Marlera). They
were occupied by foreign naturists, who arrived through foreign
travel agencies. West German and some French tourist and naturist
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agencies leased all the capacities of certain Yugoslav naturist camps
in advance for periods of up to five or ten years.

Unlike in Istria, where during the 1970s naturist camps thri-
ved and grew into naturist centers, even turning Koversada into a
naturist city, in the Bay of Kvarner and further south in Dalmatia
the naturist offer was more oriented toward hotels and organized
beaches. Foreigners also rented the capacities of naturist hotels such
as Punta Skala near Zadar, Alan in Starigrad Paklenica, Miran in
Pirovac near Vodice, Ruskamen near Omis, and Osmine in Slano.
And on the naturist island of Ada Bojana in Montenegro, the guests
were almost exclusively foreign, with only a few Yugoslavs.

Therefore, it is quite understandable that Yugoslav naturism
marketing was much weaker than the promotion of foreign agen-
cies — especially from the Federal Republic of Germany - whose
successes filled the naturist capacities in Yugoslavia. In this regard,
Yugoslav travel agencies had no interest in Yugoslav naturists. At
the same time, Yugoslavia never made any strategic document
for developing the naturist offer. It was not made by the Yugoslav
Tourist Association, the General Association of the Tourist Eco-
nomy of Yugoslavia, or the Federal Committee for Tourism. The
key protagonists representing tourist and naturist organizations
confirmed in their subsequent testimonies that Yugoslavia had no
strategy for naturism.

Therefore, the development of naturism in Yugoslavia hap-
pened without a plan and was imposed by foreigners. Despite this
element, naturism in Yugoslavia exploded during the 1970s due to
the interaction of favorable social circumstances for public nudity,
domestic hotel-tourism, catering and business companies, which
saw naturism as a source of major income, western travel agencies
that also earned very well and western naturists - mostly from the
German-speaking area, who really liked the Yugoslav coast and the
warm Mediterranean environment.

The social climate in Yugoslavia’s socialist society was such that
public nudity, especially for women, had been promoted in cinema,
theater, in the press, and in the rock and roll culture since the late
1960s. At the same time, public nudity won everything that could be
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won by the end of the 1980s. In this regard, naturism in Yugoslavia
was especially approved by the Belgrade and Zagreb magazines, and
followed, tolerated, and not condemned in the tourist, political, and
daily press. The only institutional opponent of naturism in Yugo-
slavia was the Roman Catholic Church, especially in Croatia, and it
made considerable efforts to criticize it. However, this had no effect.

Socialist Yugoslavia saw naturism not only as a promotion of its
open system of self-managament, but even more so as an opportu-
nity for good profit. Senior republic and local officials ceremoniously
opened new naturist facilities, and even important dates from the
socialist revolution were chosen for such occasions. It was not until
1978 that nudism was legally regulated in the Socialist Republic of
Croatia, and until then everything had depended on the tolerance of
the local community. And that respect was in abundance. The local
authorities made recommendations to law enforcement authorities
and the local population to tolerate naturists in every sense, who
were everywhere during the 1970s, even in places where nudity was
not allowed. The local population quickly got used to naturists, and
at the same time benefited financially from their stay.

At the same time, it was said publicly and emphasized very
often that foreign naturists had better purchasing power than other
foreign tourists. However, surveys showed that this was not the case
because naturists who came to Yugoslavia for their summer vacati-
ons were mostly middle-class people. Their purchasing power could
not be too high. Much has been written about the fact that foreign
naturists came as family units, and surveys confirm that naturism
in Yugoslavia was really a family type of vacation. In that sense,
Yugoslavia lagged behind France, where everything was happening
in some larger naturist centers.

Yugoslavia had the greatest number of naturist centers, camps,
hotels, and beaches in Europe in the 1970s and 1980s, but France
had more naturist guests in the 1980s because its centers had a
larger capacity. Some people believe that about a million naturists
per year spent their summers in Yugoslavia during the 1970s and
1980s. However, when all the facts are cross-referenced, it does not
make sense that in addition to about 320,000 naturists who spent
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their summers in organized naturist accommodation, there would
be as many as 680,000 naturists who spent their summers in other
accommodations and mostly bathed and sunbathed on wild beaches.
Such a massive number of naturists outside of organized capacities
could not go unnoticed. The number of 1 million naturists on the
Yugoslav coast obviously served as an important promotion cam-
paign for Yugoslavia. It is most likely that on the average, 25% of
all foreign tourists on the Yugoslav coast per year were naturists.
The exact number of naturists on the Yugoslav coast cannot be
determined exactly. It is certain that during the 1970s more than
half a million naturists came to Yugoslavia every year and it is not
impossible that the numbers reached a few hundred thousand more,
so even more optimistic estimates for the most successful seasons
of the seventies would be around 800,000 naturists a year. At the
beginning of the eighties, there was some stagnation, followed by a
decrease in the number of foreign naturists in Yugoslav centers. In
1985, foreign travel agencies recorded a decline in interest in the
Yugoslav naturist offer. In the mid-eighties some naturist centers
on the Adriatic coast had already started receiving textile guests
because they did not have enough naturists. At the end of the 1980s,
up to 400,000 or perhaps even more naturists spent their summer
vacations in Yugoslavia. But the decline from the 1970s was obvio-
us. Reasons for this had to do with the general crisis of tourism in
Yugoslavia, but also with the specific crisis of naturism in Yugoslavia.
Namely, from 1966 to 1970, Yugoslavia had a high growth of
foreign tourist traffic, foreign exchange inflow, and accommodation
capacities, which was a favorable result of the good economic situ-
ation. That growth lasted until 1975, when it began to stagnate due
to Yugoslav shortcomings: insufficient building of facilities, more
limited incentives, and a lack of good organization of services. The
economic crisis was also strongly impacted by the internal political
conflicts in Yugoslavia, which, after the adoption of the Constitution
of 1974, led to the creation of independent economies in each soci-
alist republic. Inflation and foreign debt had been rising in Yugo-
slavia since 1980, so, among other things, revenues from tourism
were used to cover the country’s considerable foreign debt instead of
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developing a tourism economy and the necessary capacities. These
unfavorable economic trends explained the further stagnation in
tourism growth and revenues in the period after 1980 relative to
Spain, Italy, and Greece.

In these new circumstances of the general crisis of tourism, the
inadvertences of the Yugoslav offer in the field of naturism became
even more visible, especially the following: 1) No plan, strategy, or
goal for improving the quality of services; 2) A rigid organization
of the naturist camps; 3) Competition from abroad, especially from
the old rival, France, plus a new ,threat“ from Spain, but also as a
result of increasing numbers of West German naturists turning to
their own club and lake capacities; 4) The existence of thousands of
wild beaches in Yugoslavia, where naturists contributed very little to
the tourist economy; 5) Topless and other new phenomena; 6) The
political crisis of the mid-1980s: the events in Kosovo and Meto-
hija, the anti-bureaucratic revolution in Montenegro, the hints of
conflict in the Krajina, the beginning of the civil war in Yugoslavia
and the country’s disintegration. The year 1991 marks the demise
of the naturist culture in socialist Yugoslavia, which came to an end
in the maelstrom of war.

During the lifetime of the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugo-
slavia, Yugoslav naturist societies expressed their intention to be a
social benefit to the self-managed society in the fields of physical
and health culture, environmental protection, tourist propaganda,
public defense, and social self-protection. However, the Yugoslav
public heard these ambitions only parenthetically, and Yugoslav
naturist societies did not achieve sufficient enough numbers to turn
the quantity of membership into quality. Yugoslavs made up only
1% of the naturists who came to the Adriatic coast of Yugoslavia.
According to the Yugoslav naturists, there were certainly prejudi-
ces in their local communities, and even those Yugoslavs inclined
to naturism did not hear about it from domestic naturist societies
but were informed about that phenomenon on the Adriatic coast
from the media.

In this regard, Yugoslav naturist societies remained on the
margins of the phenomenon of naturism in Yugoslavia from 1972
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to 1991. Not even the naturist camps on Yugoslavia’s Adriatic coast
were interested in hosting domestic naturists because their favori-
te guests were foreigners who brought in foreign currency profits.
Therefore, Yugoslav naturists did not create any important social
group or any cultural movement.

Yugoslav naturist societies had the most success in spreading
naturist ideas in the continental parts of Yugoslavia, where they
gathered on rivers, lakes, health spas, and swimming pools, and the
culmination of these activities was the opening of official naturist
camps and beaches in those parts of the country. Meetings organi-
zed by Yugoslav naturist societies to socialize with Austrian, Italian,
and later with West German and Hungarian naturists, can also be
viewed as a success. However, this was significant for them, but had
no social significance that would benefit Yugoslavia.
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
