0dnosi izmedu saveza pisaca Jugoslavije i Poljske 1955-1980:
strucna saradnja i politicki nesporazumi

Zvanicni odnosi Saveza knjizevnika Jugoslavije i Saveza knjizevnika Polj-
ske od sredine pedesetih do kraja sedamdesetih godina 20. veka su zavisili
od politickih odnosa Jugoslavije i Poljske, a oni su u najvecoj meri bili
uslovljeni odnosima izmedu Jugoslavije i sovjetskog bloka. Knjizevne veze,
koje su posle Drugog svetskog rata pocivale na politickoj saradnji i oseca-
njima slovenske solidarnosti posle stradanja u ratu, pokidane su sukobom
Jugoslavije i IB-a 1948. Ponovo su obnovljene sredinom pedesetih, kao deo
procesa normalizacije odnosa Jugoslavije i istocnoevropskih zemalja, medu
njima i Poljske. | naredna dva perioda (od 1958. do pocetka Sezdesetih i
1968-1969) u kojima su odnosi Saveza knjizevnika Jugoslavije i Saveza knji-
zevnika Poljske bili na niskom nivou, bili su posledica uzdrmanih politickih
odnosa Jugoslavije i Istocnog bloka u vreme drugog sukoba Jugoslavije sa
SSSR-om 1958. i sovjetske intervencije u Cehoslovackoj 1968. Posle sovjet-
ske intervencije u Cehoslovackoj odnosi saveza pisaca Jugoslavije i Poljske
su bili losiji nego odnosi koje je savez pisaca Jugoslavije imao sa slicnim
organizacijama u SSSR-u, Madarskoj, Cehoslovackoj ili Rumuniji. Da bi se
odnosi jugoslovenskog i poljskog saveza pisaca ponovo normalizovali
posle avgusta 1968, hilo je potrebno vise od godinu dana. To je uradeno u
novembru 1969. kada su predstavnici dva saveza u Poljskoj postigli dogo-
vor o saradnji u sledecoj godini. U godinama dobrih politickih odnosa
saradnja dva saveza pisaca je bila regulisana ugovorima koji su predvidali
razmenu pisaca i prevodilaca, saradnju Casopisa, ucestvovanje u knjizev-
nim manifestacijama, podrsku prevodenju literarnih radova i slicno. Time
su jedni drugima omogucavali upoznavanje sa kulturom i istorijjom svoje
zemlje, drustvenim i politickim uredenjem, ali i knjizevnim stvaralastvom i
savremenim trendovima u knjizevnosti.
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Relations between the Writers' Union of Yugoslavia and Poland 1955-1980:
professional cooperation and political misunderstandings

The official relations between Yugoslav and Polish Writers' Association
from the mid-1950s to the end of the seventies of the twentieth century
depended on the political relations between Yugoslavia and Poland, and
they were largely conditioned by the relations between Yugoslavia and the
Soviet bloc. The literary connections, which began after the Second World
War on political cooperation and the feelings of Slovenian solidarity after
the suffering in the war, were broken by the conflict between Yugoslavia
and Cominform in 1948. They were re-established in the mid-fifties, as part
of the process of normalizing relations between Yugoslavia and eastern
European countries, including Poland. And the next two periods (from 1958
to the beginning of the sixties and 1968-1969) in which the relations of the
Union of Writers of Yugoslavia and the Writers' Union of Poland were at a
low level were the result of the shaken political relations between Yugo-
slavia and the Eastern Bloc during the second conflict of Yugoslavia with
the USSR, 1958 and Soviet intervention in Czechoslovakia in 1968. After the
Soviet intervention in Czechoslovakia, relations between the writers of
Yugoslavia and Poland were worse than the relations that the federation of
Yugoslav writers had with similar organizations in the USSR, Hungary,
(Czechoslovakia or Romania. In order for relations between the Yugoslav
and Polish writers to resume normalization after August 1968, it took more
than a year. This was done in November 1969, when representatives of two
alliances in Poland reached an agreement on co-operation in the next
year. In the years of good political relations, the cooperation between two
writers' associations was regulated by agreements that envisaged the
exchange of writers and translators, the cooperation of the magazine,
participation in literary events, the support of translating literary works,
etc. This enabled each other to get acquainted with the culture and history
of their country, social and political organization, as well as literary crea-
tivity and contemporary trends in literature.
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Stosunki pomiedzy zwigzkami literatow Jugostawii i Polski 1955-1980:
wspolpraca branzowa i nieporozumienia polityczne

Stosunki oficjalne Zwigzku Pisarzy Jugostawii i Zwigzku Literatow Pol-
skich od potowy lat 50-tych do konca lat 70-tych dwudziestego wieku, za-
lezne byty od politycznych stosunkow Jugostawii i Polski, a te zas stosunki
byty uwarunkowane relacjami pomiedzy Jugostawig a blokiem wschodnim.
Zwigzki literackie, ktore po Drugiej Wojnie Swiatowej opieraty sie na wspol-
pracy politycznej oraz poczuciu stowianskiej solidarnosci po cierpieniach w
trakcie wojny przerwat w 1948 roku konflikt Jugostawii z Kominformem.
Odnowione zostaty one w potowie lat 50-tych jako czeS¢ procesu normali-
zacji stosunkow pomiedzy Jugostawig i krajami Europy Wschodnej, takze i
Polski. Nastepne dwa okresy (od 1958 r. do poczatku lat 60-tych i 1968-
1969), w ktorych stosunki Zwigzku Pisarzy Jugostawii i Zwigzku Literatow
Polskich nie byty idealne, byt to skutek zachwianych stosunkow politycz-
nych pomiedzy Jugostawig a blokiem wschodnim, podczas drugiego kon-
fliktu Jugostawii z ZSRR w 1958 roku oraz interwencji paktu Warszawskiego
w Czechostowacji w 1968r., po ktorej to interwencji stosunki pisarzy obu
krajow pogorszyty sie w przeciwienstwie do stosunkow pomiedzy Zwigz-
kiem Pisarzy Jugostawii a podobnymi organizacjami w ZSRR oraz na We-
grzech, w Czechostowacji lub w Rumunii. Wiecej niz rok potrzebny byt, aby
stosunki dwoch zwigzkow przeobrazity sie pozytywnie. Ponowna normaliza-
Cja nastapita, w listopadzie 1969, kiedy to przedstawiciele dwoch Zwigzkow
w Polsce podpisali porozumenie o wspotpracy na kolejny rok. W latach,
kiedy to, stosunki polityczne byty pozytywne, wspolpraca dwoch zwigzkow
pisarzy uregulowana byta porozumieniami, ktore przewidywaty wymiane
pisarzy i ttumaczy, wspotprace miedzy czasopismami, uczestnictwo w wy-
darzeniach literackich, wsparcie w ttumaczeniach prac literackich itd. W ten
sposob mozna byto zapoznac sie z kulturg i historig krajow, spotecznym i
politycznym ustrojem, a takze z tworczoscig literacka i wspotczesnymi
trendami w literaturze.
